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s we continue on to the second week of the enhanced community quarantine, we
4 had put in place some revisions on the protocols governing the implementation and
practice of Online Distance Learning. These refinements are being undertaken to ad-
dress the feedback that we received from parents, students, and yes, even teachers.

The objective of these refinements is to facilitate online distance learning that is "light and
easy" and not take too much time of parents from performing all their other responsibilities. In ad-
dition, these refinements allow for more manageable and flexible schedule of online classes and
submission of outputs. Hopefully, these will allow students (and their parents) to continue learning
and become productive and at the same time enjoy being with the rest of the family at home.

Starting Monday, March 23, 2020, the following shall be observed in the holding of Online
Distance Learning Classes:

1. Each class shall observe a one Class Schedule for the week throughout the duration of
the Enhanced Quarantine Period with each day having less subjects to tackle.

2. For Pre-School, Online Distance Learning shall be carried out through the following pro-
cess:

2.1 Home-School Connection Activities will be sent to the email address of the par-
enfs.

2.2 All Pre-School students are given until the end of March to finish and send their
outputs to their feacher.

3. Online Distance Learning for students in the First and Second Grade shall observe the fol-
lowing procedure:

3.1 Handouts, presentations, activities, worksheets, etc. shall be sent to the email ad-
dress of the parents.

3.2 Following the set schedule, teachers shall send an "Invitation Link" to the student's
SGEN Email Account which they will click in order to join the teacher's "Google
Classroom" where the student can consult their teacher in doing tasks.

3.3 Students will be given one week to finish and submit outputs to the email address
of their teacher.

4. Students from the Third to the Fourth Grade shall observe the following guidelines:

4.1 Handouts, presentations, activities, worksheets, efc. shall be sent to the email ad-
dress of the parents.

4.2 Following the set schedule, teachers shall send an "Invitation Link" to the student's
SGEN Email Account which they will click in order to join the teacher's "Google
Hangout" where the student can consult their teacher in doing tasks.

4.3 Students will be given one week to finish and submit outputs to the email address
of their teacher.

5. Students from the 5th Grade shall observe the same guidelines as the ones for Grades 3-
4 EXCEPT that handouts, presentations, activities, worksheets shall be uploaded to
the students’ MOODLE Account. Student outputs must also be uploaded to MOODLE
or sent via email one week after it has been assigned.
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6. Students from the 6th to the 12th Grades shall observe the following protocols:

6.1 Handouts, presentations, activities, worksheets, efc. shall be uploaded to the stu-
dent's MOODLE Account.

6.2 Following the set schedule, teachers in the Core Subjects of English, Math, and Sci-
ence shall send an "Invitation Link" to the student's SGEN email account which
they will click in order fo join the teacher's "Google Hangout Meet" where the
student can engage in learning with their teacher and classmates through live
video conferencing. In addition, Grade 6, consultations shall be done through
Google Hangouts.

6.3 Student outputs are to be uploaded to MOODLE or sent via email one week after it
has been assigned. Considerations will be applied to those who do not have
access to the Internet.

7. Performance Tasks and G.R.A.S.P.S. actfivities shall be marked by the teachers using ru-
brics. Formative assessments shall be evaluated for feedback purposes.

8. A full week after classes resume shall be spent to conduct revision classes to make sure
that those who were not able to participate in online classes will be given fime to
catch-up with missed lessons and assessments.

9. Students who will not be able to participate in online classes and submit outputs due to
limitations in internet connectivity will not be marked absent and will not get a failing
grade. Non-aftendance to online classes shall not have any bearing with the Perfect
Attendance Award.

10. All classes from Grades 1-12 are also expected to participate in Online Homeroom Clas-
ses on a daily basis. The homeroom advisers will be sending an invitation link
through your SGEN email accounts. These are meant to give students a chance to
connect and interact with their adviser and classmates to discuss general concerns
that they may have about the ongoing crisis or if not, at least to provide emotional
support and anchor to everyone.

We hope that you will be one with us in this endeavor. Together, let us make this work and
achieve its intended purpose. Together, as ONE VALIANT KNIGHTS FAMILY OF LEARNERS, let us
make it through this COVID-19 crisis with more love and understanding towards each other. Stay
safe and healthy Valiant Knights.

® A/ s milions of children are displaced from their schools due to the COVID-19 pandemic, a sub-crisis
’*3 has risen for most parents: What will the kids do all day? The widespread school closures have sent
\ a ripple effect info parent communities as many scramble to find ways to smoothly transition kids
into at-home life. It's one thing to entertain them all day on the weekends. It's another when you
have seven days a week to fill for an indefinite period of tfime.

Keep them informed. Whether you're concerned about the new coronavirus, or about the idea of your chil-
dren staying home from school for an indefinite period of time, it's essential to remain calm, frame for your
kids what's unfolding in clear terms and separate rumors from reality. Explain to your daughter or son, in an
age-appropriate way, that in many cases, schools are closing in an effort fo slow the spread of this virus in
the wider community.

Make a routine. Kids are used to following a schedule, so making a blueprint for the day will help everything
fall into place. It's a lot easier than you might think. Here's how to set a routine for your child: Use school as
the framework and honor what had been your child’s routine. Once you've mapped out times for things like
food and school assignments, you're ready to fill in the rest of the day. As is our practice here in Stonyhurst
Southville International School — Batangas, learning never stops as teachers are continually giving readings,
activities, and practice exercises through Moodle and email, and/or having online classes as part of the
school’s Online Distance Learning program. As parents and guardians, it is best for you to keep yourselves
updated of the workload of your children so that you can also guide them with their tasks.

Limit ‘screen’ time. Break times are essential to ensure productivity. If you choose to have gadgets available
to your kids as a form of entertainment, use them wisely, as a parenting tool. To keep your kids from "“over-
indulging” on gadgets, you may follow these tips: Make screen time predictable: have a set tfime in the
schedule so children know when to expect screen time (like while you make breakfast or before nap fime)
and for how long. Turn it off: Follow through when the scheduled time for screens is over, and don't leave TV
on as background noise. If the house feels too quiet, turn on some music instead. Outside of the scheduled
fime block, only use screens when you (the parent) chooses it because you need it.
